


The rights of Christians, and particu-
larly pro-life groups, are under serious 
attack. Since 2023, praying outside 
abortion centres has been a crime in NI. 
Now, Belfast City Council has approved 
draft bye laws that directly threaten free-
dom of speech and peaceful Christian 
witness. 
 
These bye-laws introduce fines for pub- 
lic preaching, praying and even speak-
ing. Belfast Council also voted to ban the 
display of images used by pro-life 
groups including pictures on banners, 
posters, and even clothing, with  fines of 
up to £1,500.  
 
Pro-life information leaflets will also be 
censored, forced into sealed envelopes 
with “warning” labels.  

These bye-laws threaten freedom of 
speech, freedom of expression, and    
religious liberty - rights protected by both 
the Human Rights Act and the Good    
Friday Agreement. They are about con-
trolling speech, suppressing the pro-life 
message, and silencing Christian witness 
in public spaces.
